THE MINGEI TRADITION IN THE MIDWEST: WARREN MACKENZIE AND BEYOND

From its inception, Mingei ceramic practice has had an ambivalent relationship with the notion of the master. The early Mingei manifestos drew on the belief of John Ruskin and William Morris in the transformative power of simple, beautiful, functional, objects, but they located these essential forms in an anonymous folk memory. Nonetheless, master potters like Shoji Hamada and Bernard Leach—who served as a conduit between British and Japanese potters—were extremely influential and the individuality of their work was highly prized.Warren MacKenzie left Minnesota for St. Ives in the late ‘40s to apprentice himself to Leach, and on his return established a ceramics program at the University of Minnesota, and a pottery of his own, that became the nucleus of a Midwestern Mingei tradition. An undisputed master, MacKenzie has hewn closely to many of the original Mingei ideals, living a simple life, sitting at his wheel every day, producing an infinite series of variations on a small repertoire of functional forms. This exhibition, organized by Lynden’s Executive Director Polly Morris and ceramicist Linda Wervey Vitamvas in conjunction with the 2014 NCECA conference, focuses on the Mingei tradition in the Midwest, and is built outward from MacKenzie’s work. The exhibition will include work by Bernard Leach and Shoji Hamada, as well as pieces by Randy Johnston, Jan McKeachie Johnston and Mark Pharis, three ceramicists trained or influenced by MacKenzie who have made creative adaptations to the living tradition as it continues to thrive in the Midwest.

YEVGENIYA KAGANOVICH: grow

Yevgeniya Kaganovich’s durational installation, grow, occupies Lynden’s interstitial spaces. The plant-like forms, made from manipulated recycled plastic bags, will grow and spread over the period of a year or so, eventually spreading to other locations. Their growth rate is determined by the number of bags accumulated in an official recycling bin at Lynden. New plantings are made at monthly grow workshops (see Workshops, below).

Yevgeniya Kaganovich and her student assistants take up residence in the studio to make the next “planting” of grow, Kaganovich’s durational installation. Drop in to watch or participate as Kaganovich fuses the layers of plastic to create a surface similar to leather or skin, molds the skin into plant-like volumes, stuffs the volumes with more bags, and connects the forms with plastic bag “thread.” Tasks include cutting sheets and strips; fusing sheets and tubes; sewing bulb forms and connecting them to bases; crocheting tubes and necks; stuffing stalks; and assembling the plants.

Though there will be a progressive element to the workshops, beginning with simpler processes and moving toward more complex techniques and structures, they are designed so that you can take them sequentially or on their own. The first series will focus on paper marbling and book structures made from marbled paper. Marbling is a mysterious art form that is fun and accessible to people of all ages and abilities. Students will learn techniques for marbling paper and finish the day by making a book with some of their own marbled paper.

Working in clay is deeply satisfying, and making pottery allows one to explore aesthetics and function simultaneously. In this workshop we will make two vases from start to finish, using porcelain as our clay material. We will use the handbuilding technique of slabs, piecing them together to form our vases. We may even add a handle to transform a vase into a mug or small pitcher! To finish, we will embellish our work with surface decoration using texturing techniques and brushwork. The vessels will then be fired with a clear glaze to protect the surface and make them functional.

Winter can appear to be a silent, frozen time--a call for hibernation and long naps. However, there are creatures out every day finding food, and quiet processes continue in the plants and ponds. We will track the mysteries of life in winter, using snow and ice as aids. Warming up in the studio, we’ll use animal tracks in the snow at Lynden as inspiration for a printmaking project, creating wintery diorama sculptures from our prints that tell stories of life in winter. Designed by art educator Jeremy Stepien and naturalist Naomi Cobb, Homeschool Days integrate our collection of monumental outdoor sculpture with the natural ecology of 40 acres of park, ponds and woodland, creating a unique, hands-on, small-group experience of art and nature. Two workshop topics are offered each day, one focusing on three-dimensional artmaking and the other on the natural environment. 
COMING UP IN FEBRUARY
We will be offering more workshops that take advantage of the winter landscape and the natural materials to be found on Lynden's grounds: papermaking with Sally Duback  (February 1), garlic basket weaving with Jeremy Stepien (February 10), shibori using natural dyes with Jamie Lea Bertsch (February 15), and silk scarf painting with Kelly Lahl (February 22). Melissa Atkins Wardy, author of Redefining Girly, is the guest of the Women's Speaker Series on February 5.  Your chance to Build Your Own Canoe with All Hands BoatWorks begins on February 22, and will keep you occupied for two and a half Saturdays. Our weekly art drop-in for children aged 6 through 12 continues on Wednesday afternoons, Tuesdays in the Garden convenes on February 4, and our Winter Carnival returns on February 8. We welcome our canine friends for Dog Day on February 15, and will make accordion books in a family workshop on February 16. The monthly grow workshop is on February 23, and we have two dates for Miniature, our winter School's Out Workshop: February 17 and February 24.
