ROBIN JEBAVY: RECENT PAINTINGS

Robin Jebavy makes still life paintings of glassware. Her project, however, is much larger: to offer the viewer an experience that evokes the original, sublime, oceanic feelings of union with the strange and mysterious “other," of self with universe. Her paintings invite the viewer to part the curtain and sense oneness with the world--a state in which we found ourselves in the mother’s womb before birth, and from which we all emerged. In her compositions Jebavy often includes glassware forms that call to mind Baroque artworks, such as Bernini’s expansive Baldachin in St. Peter’s Cathedral, or illusionistic Italian ceiling paintings and cathedrals, building altar-like architectural spaces that are at once intimate and metaphysical, domestic and transcendental. In her recent paintings, she experiments with the use of ornate cut-glass forms to achieve a feeling of the “embroidered” interconnectedness of self and world.

Cristina Henríquez's novel, The Book of Unknown Americans, offers a resonant new definition of what it means to be American. Arturo and Alma Rivera have lived their whole lives in Mexico. One day, their beautiful fifteen-year-old daughter, Maribel, sustains a terrible injury, one that casts doubt on whether she’ll ever be the same. And so, leaving all they have behind, the Riveras come to America with a single dream: that in this country of great opportunity and resources, Maribel can get better. When Mayor Toro, whose family is from Panama, sees Maribel in a Dollar Tree store, it is love at first sight. It’s also the beginning of a friendship between the Rivera and Toro families, whose web of guilt and love and responsibility is at this novel’s core. Woven into their stories are the testimonials of men and women who have come to the United States from all over Latin America. Their journeys and their voices will inspire you, surprise you, and break your heart. Suspenseful, wry and immediate, rich in spirit and humanity, The Book of Unknown Americans is a work of rare force and originality. Pegi Christiansen is an artist-in-residence at the Lynden Sculpture Garden. As part of her yearlong project, Distance, she is organizing a Failure Round Robin. Distance has emotional as well as physical qualities, and failure often makes people feel alone and adrift. Fifteen people will have five minutes each to describe a failure and its implications--Christiansen will start by sharing one of hers. It is fortuitous that Robin Jebavy’s still life paintings of glassware will be in the gallery at the same time. Who hasn’t had the experience of breaking a window, someone’s treasured cup, or interpersonal glass? Jebavy will participate in the round robin and lead a tour of the sculpture garden following the Failure Round Robin. The Failure Round Robin is a low-tech, no PowerPoint event, but show-and-tell items to pass around are fine. Those who wish to listen are welcome. Refreshments will be served.

Yevgeniya Kaganovich and her student assistants take up residence in the studio to make the next “planting” of grow, Kaganovich’s durational installation. Drop in to watch or participate as Kaganovich fuses the layers of plastic to create a surface similar to leather or skin, molds the skin into plant-like volumes, stuffs the volumes with more bags, and connects the forms with plastic bag “thread.” Tasks include cutting sheets and strips; fusing sheets and tubes; sewing bulb forms and connecting them to bases; crocheting tubes and necks; stuffing stalks; and assembling the plants.

We will learn to use Lynden's press as we create monotypes and practice Gyotaku, a traditional Japanese method of making prints with fish.
