With Sheila Held: New Work, Lynden inaugurates a series of occasional exhibitions that will investigate the work of artists who have taken--in various combinations, either directly or obliquely—women, nature and science as their subject.  
Sheila Held works within a traditional form, tapestry weaving, and up-ends it to create images that reflect a visually compelling personal cosmology. She simultaneously exploits the medium's limitations--the inflexible grid that forms the basis of weaving, the particular ways in which color relationships can develop, the textures that make the surface--and moves beyond them by assembling and juxtaposing found images to explore ideas about human existence. Her pieces retain the tactile qualities of weaving but read more like paintings, and that unlikely confluence of idea, image and medium is at once novel and powerful. Whether or not she is addressing the theme explicitly--as in her series Women + Science or in individual works like The Plantmaster, Ecotourism or Rappaccini’s Daughter—Held tries to “access the point where magic, science, religion, art and nature intersect.”

Yevgeniya Kaganovich: grow

Yevgeniya Kaganovich’s durational installation, grow, continues to occupy Lynden’s interstitial spaces. The plant-like forms, made from manipulated recycled plastic bags, will grow and spread over the period of a year or so. Their growth rate is determined by the number of bags accumulated in an official recycling bin at Lynden. Various events are planned throughout the project period (see Workshops, below), and grow will gradually spread to other locations.
ON VIEW ON THE GROUNDS

nAbr (not-a-bed-room) gallery is a re-constructed platforming project which consists of walls, a name, a collaborator and an exploration of exhibition. Since the small white cube structure opened in the attic of Ashley Janke’s Riverwest home in 2010, the nAbr gallery project has evolved in format and location, and for her residency at Lynden, an outdoor iteration of the nAbr gallery has been constructed on the grounds. Consisting only of studded walls without a ceiling, this nAbr will house artists selected by Janke for a series of rotating exhibitions over the course of a year. Subject to the elements, like the gallery itself, the work the artists create will reflect the time and season of each installation. Yevgeniya Kaganovich and her student assistants take up residence in the studio to make the next “planting” of grow, Kaganovich’s durational installation. Drop in to watch or participate as Kaganovich fuses the layers of plastic to create a surface similar to leather or skin, molds the skin into plant-like volumes, stuffs the volumes with more bags, and connects the forms with plastic bag “thread.” Tasks include cutting sheets and strips; fusing sheets and tubes; sewing bulb forms and connecting them to bases; crocheting tubes and necks; stuffing stalks; and assembling the plants.

The ponds at Lynden are where the very magical process of metamorphosis begins for insects, frogs and salamanders; the studio is where we use imagination to transform materials into works of art. Metamorphosis means that there are complete changes, which often occur in stages, in the form and structure of a creature after birth or hatching. In this two-part workshop we’ll explore the evidence of these changes by peering into the ponds, looking through magnifying lenses, and sampling water, and we’ll hatch an egg-shaped bundle of materials to form a creature of your imagination. Dress appropriately for the weather; much time will be spent outdoors.
