Since 2003 Emilie Clark--the second artist in Lynden’s Women, Nature, Science series--has inserted herself into the works and lives of Victorian women scientists and naturalists including Mary Ward, Mary Treat, Martha Maxwell, and Ellen Henrietta Richards. Treating her studio like a laboratory, Clark literally restages much of the research these women undertook. This investigative activity and her archival research and writing inform a practice that involves painting, drawing, installation and sculpture. 

Sweet Corruptions departs from the work of Ellen H. Richards—a sanitary chemist who studied air, water, and food. Richards was the first female student and then professor at MIT, and brought the word ecology into the English language. Richardsʼs research—like that of the other scientists Clark has studied—points to transformations of organic material that suggest both fluid categories and vast networks of interconnectivity. Following Richardsʼs air, water and food taxonomy, Clark interweaves them through the provocation offered by Walt Whitman in his poem “This Compost”: “Such sweet things are made of such corruptions.” Sweet Corruptions transforms Richardsʼs early thinking about ecology into paintings, watercolors, texts, and installations in which the detritus of everyday life becomes a complex and often beautiful cosmology. The watercolors and paintings in the gallery are based, in part, on Clarkʼs process of preserving her familyʼs food waste--a month for each season over the course of a year. Clark’s project at Lynden has been shaped by her research trips to Milwaukee. Her installation in Lynden’s dining room--the one room of the house that remains as it was when the Bradleys were in residence—is a kind of memento mori, re-animating the space with the relics of meals past. Clark’s original plan to build a functional field research station on the grounds grew, after visiting many of Milwaukee’s urban farms last year, to include an aquaponic system (incorporating fathead minnows from Lynden’s Big Lake) and a trial garden.

Yevgeniya Kaganovich: grow

Yevgeniya Kaganovich’s durational installation, grow, continues to occupy Lynden’s interstitial spaces. The plant-like forms, made from manipulated recycled plastic bags, will grow and spread over the period of a year or so. Their growth rate is determined by the number of bags accumulated in an official recycling bin at Lynden. Various events are planned throughout the project period (see Workshops, below), and grow will gradually spread to other locations.

nAbr (not-a-bed-room) gallery is a re-constructed platforming project which consists of walls, a name, a collaborator and an exploration of exhibition. For Ashley Janke’s residency at Lynden, an outdoor iteration of her nAbr gallery has been constructed on the grounds. Consisting only of studded walls without a ceiling, nAbr houses artists selected by Janke for a series of rotating exhibitions over the course of a year. Lynden Sculpture Garden and the Woodland Pattern Book Center offer a weeklong-residency at Lynden with poets and writers-in-residence Lytle Shaw and Ed Friedman. Siting, Placement, and Flow is a writing workshop that will utilize the Lynden Sculpture Garden, as experienced from their two vantages. In addition to the workshop, the writers will offer a reading at Woodland Pattern on June 2 at 7 pm. The workshop will culminate in a reading and reception at Lynden on Friday, June 7 at 7 pm. This final reading is free and open to the public.
Ed Friedman is the author of nine books of poetry and prose, including The Telephone Book; Humans Work; Mao & Matisse; and Drive Through the Blue Cylinders. He has collaborated frequently with visual artists Robert Kushner (The New York Hat Line and Away) and Kim MacConnel (La Frontera and Lingomats). Friedman has given readings and performances in venues such as The Museum of Modern Art, The Kitchen, and The Public Theater. For 16 years (1987-2003) he was the Artistic Director of the Poetry Project at St. Mark’s Church in NYC. He lives with his wife and 13-year-old son.

Lytle Shaw’s books include Cable Factory 20, The Lobe, and Frank O’Hara: The Poetics of Coterie. A contributing editor for Cabinet, he has recently published catalog essays on Robert Smithson and Zoe Leonard for DIA Center, on Gerard Byrne for Koenig Books, and on The Royal Art Lodge for the Drawing Center. Shaw is currently working on two books: one about the politics of time in depicted landscapes and another about the status of poetry in recent theoretical debates.

Yevgeniya Kaganovich and her student assistants take up residence in the studio to make the next “planting” of grow, Kaganovich’s durational installation. Drop in to watch or participate as Kaganovich fuses the layers of plastic to create a surface similar to leather or skin, molds the skin into plant-like volumes, stuffs the volumes with more bags, and connects the forms with plastic bag “thread.” Tasks include cutting sheets and strips; fusing sheets and tubes; sewing bulb forms and connecting them to bases; crocheting tubes and necks; stuffing stalks; and assembling the plants.

While contemporary visual culture often depicts nature and culture as objects of consumption, existing educational research demonstrates that by grounding learning in local phenomena and place we create new ways of thinking, knowing and representing. As Maxine Greene suggests in Landscapes of Learning, aesthetic experience is an essential process for questioning, analyzing and making sense of the places, environments and communities that make us who we are. In addition to many practical issues based on economy and sociality, a personal sense of emplacement and geography also includes mythic, aesthetic, and transcendent narratives. The history of art is filled with images of extraordinary places that provide a lasting experience and a sense of reverence, comfort, and transcendence that force us to give up the mundane and taken-for-granted and launch new and open-ended explorations. 

The Lynden Sculpture Garden may be considered one such extraordinary place. Situated in the old farmland of the currently suburbanized River Hills, its spaces hold the aesthetic potential to nurture personal, community and environmental questioning and reflection. Through a series of hands-on experiences and artistic dialogs with curators, artists, naturalists and educators, participants in this workshop will engage in the creation of an art curriculum centered on principles of attentive living based on an in-depth and sustained exploration of place through local research, spatial interactions, site-specific activities, and exploration of subjective implications and personal experience. This workshop will be of particular interest to K-12 teachers, community and museum educators and docents with an interest in developing an interdisciplinary and integrated curriculum that explores the relationship between art, nature and place. Generalist teachers and those with expertise in science, language and social studies, as well as the arts, are encouraged to participate.
