The Lynden Sculpture Garden does not have indoor lunch facilities, though visiting
groups may enjoy our outdoor picnic area for bag lunches. The picnic area is located
under a grove of tall pines just off the parking lot with restrooms and a drinking fountain
nearby. Picnic tables can accommodate up to 80 students. If you are planning to picnic,
please check with us to make sure the area is available.
