Jessica Meuninck-Ganger and Nathaniel Stern show the most recent fruits of their collaboration in conjunction with Print:MKE, the SGC International Print Conference. In addition to works that fuse printmaking and video, they will be showing a three dimensional work related to the screen-based work, and will be creating a new installation in the porch windows at Lynden that continues their exploration of surfaces, layers, membranes, matrices and the physical relationship between viewer and object.

Yevgeniya Kaganovich: grow

Yevgeniya Kaganovich’s durational installation, grow, has begun to occupy Lynden’s interstitial spaces. The plant-like forms, made from manipulated recycled plastic bags, will grow and spread over the period of a year or so. Their growth rate is determined by the number of bags accumulated in an official recycling bin at Lynden. “My goals for grow,” says Kaganovich, “are to transform an artificial manipulated material into a seemingly unchecked, feral, opportunistic growth; to visualize and punctuate reuse by juxtaposing it with slow, methodical, labor-intensive making that plays with control, 'craftiness,' and precision; and to speculate about how artificial lifecycles are sustained.” Various events are planned throughout the project period (see Workshops, below), and grow will gradually spread to other locations.
ON VIEW ON THE GROUNDS

Roy Staab’s temporary, site-specific work, Chiral Formation, remains on view in the Little Lake. It was created in July during a two-week residency at Lynden.

Lynden welcomes winter with a day of outdoor art-making, studio activities, tours, tree-walks, a scavenger hunt and whatever other winter activities the weather permits. American Fantasy Classics are planning this year’s events, and have invited Brooklyn-based artist Amanda Browder to Lynden to make her collaborative and highly visible fiber project involving a truck and many yards of fabric, Chromatic High Five (see a previous iteration here: http://www.amandabrowder.com/index.php?/project/chromatic-hi-five-2010/). Browder describes Chromatic High Five as an op-art starburst-based fabric sculpture that covers a cube truck, made from community donated and locally sourced recycled fabric—think three-dimensional quilt. We will host a Sewing Day at Lynden on Friday, February 8, to prepare for the project (see below). Artist-in-Residence Ashley Janke inaugurates her outdoor nAbr Gallery—a micro-venue on the Lynden grounds--with Gathered From Various Other Reliable Sources, a project of Minneapolis-based artist Andy Sturdevant. The project references Lizzie Black Kander’s Settlement Cook Book, published in Milwaukee at the start of the 20th century. The book brought together traditional recipes—brought from many old countries—and the recipes of the new world. In this new project Sturdevant reinvestigates the intersection of cultural memory and contemporary domesticity a century later by collecting and classifying our recipes onsite and online. Jessica Meuninck-Ganger and Nathaniel Stern will be on the premises completing an installation for their exhibition, Surfacing. Yevgeniya Kaganovich and her student assistants take up residence in the studio all afternoon to make the next “planting” of grow, Kaganovich’s durational installation. Drop in to watch or participate as Kaganovich fuses the layers of plastic to create a surface similar to leather or skin, molds the skin into plant-like volumes, stuffs the volumes with more bags, and connects the forms with plastic bag “thread.” Tasks include cutting sheets and strips; fusing sheets and tubes; sewing bulb forms and connecting them to bases; crocheting tubes and necks; stuffing stalks; and assembling the plants.
