Orville Bulman (1904-1978) was a very successful Midwestern businessman and largely self-taught artist. During the early 1950s he happened upon pictures of Haiti in travel brochures and admired the island’s style, verve and gracefully trimmed houses. Subsequent visits to Haiti and the Caribbean had a profound influence on his increasingly fantastical artmaking. This exhibition examines the role played by Haiti in the imagination of a Midwestern businessman whose popularity among his society patrons— the Duchess of Windsor and Robert F. Kennedy, among others, collected his works, and Peg Bradley, who knew Bulman in Florida, owned as many as 18 of his paintings at one time--served to perpetuate an image of the country as a quaint, colorful prelapsarian paradise.

The Lynden Sculpture Garden launches its spring session of studio classes for young people aged 3-14. These classes focus on three-dimensional artmaking--though we will also do plenty of painting, drawing and collaging--and make use of Lynden’s special resources: the collection of monumental sculpture and 40 acres of park, lake and woodland. Taught by experienced art educators, classes combine creative expression with an age-appropriate understanding of media, processes and techniques. Classes meet once a week for eight weeks and include Garden Animals (ages 3-5); Make It New (ages 6-9); and Sculptor's Process (ages 9-12). Beginning in late April, we’ll offer a four-week Saturday workshop, Coracle Craft: A Boat Building Workshop (ages 9-14).
Our partner Alliance Française will offer Les Amis Débutants, a beginning French class for children aged 7-12 on Tuesday afternoon. This is a perfect opportunity for your child to learn French while their sibling is in the art studio.
