From its inception, Mingei ceramic practice has had an ambivalent relationship with the notion of the master. The early Mingei manifestos drew on the belief of John Ruskin and William Morris in the transformative power of simple, beautiful, functional, objects, but they located these essential forms in an anonymous folk memory. Nonetheless, master potters like Shoji Hamada and Bernard Leach—who served as a conduit between British and Japanese potters—were extremely influential and the individuality of their work was highly prized. Warren MacKenzie left Minnesota for St. Ives in the late ‘40s to apprentice himself to Leach, and on his return established a ceramics program at the University of Minnesota, and a pottery of his own, that became the nucleus of a Midwestern Mingei tradition. An undisputed master, MacKenzie has hewn closely to many of the original Mingei ideals, living a simple life, sitting at his wheel every day, producing an infinite series of variations on a small repertoire of functional forms. This exhibition, organized by Lynden’s Executive Director Polly Morris and ceramicist Linda Wervey Vitamvas in conjunction with the 2014 NCECA conference, focuses on the Mingei tradition in the Midwest, and is built outward from MacKenzie’s work. The exhibition will include work by Bernard Leach and Shoji Hamada, as well as pieces by Randy Johnston, Jan McKeachie Johnston and Mark Pharis, three ceramicists trained or influenced by MacKenzie who have made creative adaptations to the living tradition as it continues to thrive in the Midwest.

In addition to enjoying the visual impact that snow makes on our surroundings during the winter and early spring months, we in the Midwest have an opportunity to view our landscape in the raw--that is, without the dressing of buds, leaves and flowers. Several things happen in this season: evergreen conifers, which retain their greenery, come to the fore, and the skeletons of the deciduous trees and shrubs are revealed. When viewed at a distance, these skeletons resemble a brown-gray cloud of brush and twigs, but when examined closely, each individual tree has its characteristic shape, bark, twigging and dormant bud detail that enable us to identify it. It is these leafless features of "naked" bonsai trees that the Bonsai Society will be celebrating in their silhouette exhibition at Lynden.

Wet felting is a magical and hands-on fiber art process. We'll lay out soft, fluffy wool fibers in layers to create a composition and then apply soap and water and pressure from our hands to transform them into stunning 2D form. Wet felting is an excellent medium for exploring texture, color and freeform design. This class will begin with an outdoor stroll with naturalist Naomi Cobb to observe the subtle colors and textures of the winter landscape at Lynden. Back in the studio, we'll combine silk with wool fibers to create a 10-inch-square winterscape.

Working in clay is deeply satisfying, and making pottery allows one to explore aesthetics and function simultaneously. In this workshop we will make two vases from start to finish, using porcelain as our clay material. We will use the handbuilding technique of slabs, piecing them together to form our vases. We may even add a handle to transform a vase into a mug or small pitcher! To finish, we will embellish our work with surface decoration using texturing techniques and brushwork. The vessels will then be fired with a clear glaze to protect the surface and make them functional.

Yevgeniya Kaganovich and her student assistants take up residence in the studio to make the next “planting” of grow, Kaganovich’s durational installation. Drop in to watch or participate as Kaganovich fuses the layers of plastic to create a surface similar to leather or skin, molds the skin into plant-like volumes, stuffs the volumes with more bags, and connects the forms with plastic bag “thread.” Tasks include cutting sheets and strips; fusing sheets and tubes; sewing bulb forms and connecting them to bases; crocheting tubes and necks; stuffing stalks; and assembling the plants.

Hand-dye your own Japanese artisan cotton gauze scarf, baby onesie set, or silk scarf using simple shibori techniques to create designs. In this workshop we'll experiment with Japanese Bengala dyes made from iron oxide derived from the soil. The iron oxide is baked to create a range of "mud" dyeing pigments that translate into beautifully subdued, earthy colors. This simple and fun hands-on process is very gentle on the environment and humans, so it's a great way to begin dyeing your own fabric at home. It's child-friendly, too.
