Solo Flight is a week-long festival presenting the work of three powerful individual voices--Jeanine Durning, Morgan Thorson, Colin Stetson--who share a profound commitment to technique and a fierce desire for ecstatic expression. Spread across four venues--Alverno's Wehr Hall, INOVA, MIAD and the Lynden Sculpture Garden--Solo Flight tracks the euphoric depths of inner space. 

The Lynden Sculpture Garden will be hosting Jeanine Durning for a week-long residency and two performances of inging. inging refers to the suffix "ing" in the English language. "ing" is used to express actions that are still in progress, that haven't yet ended. Part spoken word performance, part reverie, part dance, part oral biography, inging is a choreography of the mind, moving in the continuous present. It tracks the velocity of thought through a cascade of non-stop speaking. inging proposes the insistent practice of unscripted language as performance, where speaker is in direct relation with listener at the moment of articulation. Both performer and audience are in perpetual disequilibrium, confronted with the limits of language as a means of communication and understanding. Moving thought through speech, and speechifying thought through movement, the body and its gesture emerge as the inevitable bridge between thought and language. Channeling parallel states of awareness into a continuous present, each performance simultaneously produces, accumulates and archives itself.

Like the house built by her father on a hill in eastern Wisconsin, Ann Peters's House Hold offers many views: cornfields and glacial lakes, fast food parking lots and rural highways, Manhattan apartments and Brooklyn brownstones. Peters revisits the modern split-level where she grew up in Wisconsin, remembering her architect father. Against the background of this formative space, she charts her roaming story through two decades of New York City apartments, before traveling to a cabin in the mountains of Colorado and finally purchasing an old farmhouse in upstate New York. More than a memoir of remembered landscapes, House Hold is also an expansive contemplation of America, a meditation on place and property, and an exploration of how literature shapes our thinking about the places we live. Yevgeniya Kaganovich and her student assistants take up residence in the studio to make the next “planting” of grow, Kaganovich’s durational installation. Drop in to watch or participate as Kaganovich fuses the layers of plastic to create a surface similar to leather or skin, molds the skin into plant-like volumes, stuffs the volumes with more bags, and connects the forms with plastic bag “thread.” Tasks include cutting sheets and strips; fusing sheets and tubes; sewing bulb forms and connecting them to bases; crocheting tubes and necks; stuffing stalks; and assembling the plants.
