In this new iteration of the Inside/Outside series, we present two artists, Will Pergl and Shona Macdonald, who are interested in creating “resonant geographies.” They locate themselves in place and space by paying attention to what is around them, and each artist’s work is marked by a certain attentiveness to the mundane, the quotidian—the physical structures that form the background of our visual lives. In their current work, the prosaic, the man-made, and the humdrum are transformed into intricate and compelling objects. Will Pergl translates and elevates urban structures and objects--fire hydrants, scaffolding--into lyrical, rhythmic forms. Electrical plants, water towers, and propane tanks stranded in the desolate New Mexican desert inform Shona Macdonald’s work, created during a year-long residency in the isolated Southeastern corner of that state. Pergl has created a large-scale outdoor sculpture for the exhibition, as well as two indoor sculptures. Macdonald is showing five paintings and two floor pieces indoors.

Christine Kozik is in her second year as aquatic biologist-in-residence at Lynden, and this summer she spent time exploring natural dyes. She will approach dye-making from a uniquely scientific perspective: expect to learn something about botany (we will gather plants at Lynden to make the dyes), the chemistry of dye-making, and the environment (we will be dyeing cotton hankies so that we reduce the amount of paper trash entering landfills). You’ll be able to take home some practical knowledge and eight stylish, beautifully colored handkerchiefs at the end of the workshop.

The Lynden Sculpture Garden launches its fall session of studio classes for young people aged 4-15 and for adults. Kids’ classes focus on three-dimensional artmaking--though we will also do plenty of painting, drawing and collaging--and make use of Lynden’s special resources: the collection of monumental sculpture and 40 acres of park, lake and woodland. Taught by experienced art educators, classes combine creative expression with an age-appropriate understanding of media, processes and techniques. Classes meet once a week for eight weeks and include Garden Animals (ages 4-5); Explorers’ Studio: Environments (ages 6-9); and Sculpture: Materials & Processes (ages 8-12). New this semester: a morning session of Materials & Processes suitable for homeschoolers; Coracle Craft, a parent/child boat-building workshop that runs for three consecutive Saturdays beginning September 22; and Watercolor at Lynden, our first weekly studio class for adults. 
COMING UP IN OCTOBER 
In October we welcome French artist Colombe Marcasiano for a month-long residency. She will be living at Lynden and making a new work (to be unveiled at a reception on October 28), so be sure to stop by to say hello. Dog Days are now monthly occurrences; we welcome dogs again on October 13. On October 14 we begin a year-long collaboration with artist Yevgeniya Kaganovich. Her project, grow, conceived as a durational installation, brings a system of interconnected, plant-like forms, simulating a self-propagating organism in multiple stages of development, into Lynden’s marginal spaces. The organisms are made from reused plastic bags (treated in a variety of ways), and grow over time--the rate determined by the number of bags that are deposited in our bin. Expect to hear more about this project going forward! Our Women’s Speaker Series resumes on October 16 with a visit from author and blogger Kyran Pittman (Planting Dandelions: Field Notes from a Semi-Domesticated Life). The Educators’ Open House returns on October 20, and Thea Kovac will be back the next day with a new workshop, Put Your Muse to Work. The fall School’s Out Workshop, on October 26, is devoted to Solar-Powered Sculptures. And, on October 28, just before the month ends, you’ll have an opportunity to make Wool Felt Marbles at a drop-in family workshop before attending the Marcasiano reception.
