In this new iteration of the Inside/Outside series, we present two artists, Will Pergl and Shona Macdonald, who are interested in creating “resonant geographies.” They locate themselves in place and space by paying attention to what is around them, and each artist’s work is marked by a certain attentiveness to the mundane, the quotidian—the physical structures that form the background of our visual lives. In their current work, the prosaic, the man-made, and the humdrum are transformed into intricate and compelling objects. Will Pergl translates and elevates urban structures and objects--fire hydrants, scaffolding--into lyrical, rhythmic forms. Electrical plants, water towers, and propane tanks stranded in the desolate New Mexican desert inform Shona Macdonald’s work, created during a year-long residency in the isolated Southeastern corner of that state. Pergl has created a large-scale outdoor sculpture for the exhibition, as well as two indoor sculptures. Macdonald is showing five paintings and two floor pieces indoors.

Margy Stratton, founder and executive producer of Milwaukee Reads is back with year two of her series featuring writers of particular interest to women. Kyran Pittman, our first guest, grew up on the “near-mythical” island of Newfoundland in Canada as the daughter of a poet, and was both in thrall to and suspicious of the white picket fence. Now that she dwells within its bounds (in Arkansas, with her American husband and three small sons), her outsider’s eye yields keen observations—as she puts it, she is a kind of domestic naturalist, embedded deep in the field. In her vivid and intimate memoir, Planting Dandelions: Field Notes from a Semi-Domesticated Life, Pittman opens her front door and walks us through the first twelve years in the life of a family. Brimming with stories that will speak to every family, Pittman writes openly about maintaining a marriage for over a decade through three children, the threat of foreclosure, and the temptations of infidelity. She writes about saying goodbye to her formerly “outrageous” self, about the challenges of sex after children, and about trying to recession-proof her family. Through it all, she offers moving and hopeful musings on parenting and marriage and more. The result is an extraordinary book about ordinary life.

We are moving past the season for outdoor dance at Lynden, so we will relocate to the UWM Union Theatre to co-present the Milwaukee LGBT Film/Video Festival’s screening of Ocean. A pas de trois of cinema and dance and music, Ocean is video artist Charles Atlas’ stunning documentation of Merce Cunningham’s dance piece, staged at the bottom of a quarry in Minnesota. In 2008, Cunningham staged Ocean, his celebrated dance, a tribute to his partner John Cage and to James Joyce, in the Rainbow Granite Quarry. His long time video collaborator Charles Atlas taped three performances of the piece and his video Ocean, a stunner at this year’s Whitney Biennial, is his video con brio: compilation, documentation, and vivid mirroring of the performance and its spirit, Atlas working with the movement of multiple cameras and split-screen to capture the particular dynamism of this legendary occasion.
